(Items not already covered or that require more NSG attention)

· “Keep Science Alive”/Backup Control Center capabilities

· Several options being examined to keep science ops going in the event of an MCC shut down (assuming 2-3 weeks) 

· Options include MSFC commanding to ISS via TDRSS, allowing S and K band telemetry to continue

· Direct MSFC to WSC

· MSFC to RSA to MSFC to WSC

· Issues for network support

· FDF/Vector management

· Voice coordination

· TDRSS scheduling

· GCMR and UPD capabilities

· Antenna Management

· Extra NISN communications support (cmd link, UPD, voice, vector, etc)
