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Purpose of Meeting:

The purpose of the splinter meeting was to provide an overview of the ASRS, its management, functionality, and web page.

I. Introduction

Mr. Derwood McKinley opened the ASRS NSG Splinter meeting with the agenda and a few notable enhancements to the ASRS such as mission documentation change history are now tracked.  Another is all procedures, policies, and system documentation are now available online.  ASRS has also become fully compliant to Universal Documentation System (UDS)-97 with the conversion of the data from the previous UDS-79 version.

II. Mission Documentation/Requirements

Ms. Ellen Hill stated mission documentation posted to the website are refreshed every six months, but to check the run dates.  She also stated the driver of how often the documents will be refreshed, is when Shuttle will launch.  A question was raised about whom the requirements will be funneled through.  Mr. McKinley stated all requirements would continue to be routed through their normal avenues.

III.
ASRS Management

Mr. McKinley, ASRS System Manager, explained the PRD Interagency Management structure.  The Space Shuttle (SS) / International Space Station (ISS) Support Requirement System (SRS) Management Plan (JSC-27379) that is developed and maintained at the Johnson Space Center (JSC), defines the operational and working interfaces between personnel and support organizations involved in the SS Program (SSP)/ISS Program (ISSP) support requirements system.  The day-to-day Management of ASRS falls under the Business Office, Shuttle Processing Directorate at the Kennedy Space Center.  

Mr. McKinley illustrated the ASRS process that is followed when a new or a changed requirement is submitted.  Charts 2-5 in Attachment 1 provide an overview of how the requirements, such as communications, operations, and photo, flow through the Requester, into ASRS, to the Suppliers, and back.  Coordination of requirements is validated, and then the process starts.  Technical coordination occurs and follow-up continues through the Program Requirements Control Board (PRCB) for Shuttle or Station.  The Requirements and Response (R/R) Manager validates the requirement, 30 days prior.   Requirements can be approved expeditiously or in real-time –72 hours.

IV.
 Getting Started

Ms. Hill presented an overview of what the ASRS user will need to get started (Attachment 2). 

a. First, each user must take a yearly IT Security Awareness course and provide proof of certification.  

b. Second, each new user must complete a Computer User Registration Form (CURF) to access ASRS if the user is logging on to a non trusted domain the user must fill out another CURF for PC this will give access to the USAFL domain..  Once approved and the user is added to the Oracle table and permissions are assigned, the new user will receive via e-mail a user id and password and ICA client to download to their workstation.  Mr. McKinley accepted an action to check with IT Security at KSC and determine how non-trusted domains can become trusted (AI # ASRS 3/04-01).  

c. Finally, at logon screen, the new user will be prompted to change password and the Integrated Work Control Systems will appear.  Double click on ASRS to access the system. 

V.
ASRS Functionality

Ms. Dori Corbin, KSC, presented an overview of the enhanced ASRS functionality (Attachment 3).  The new features now available are drop down menus, tool bars, and the default editor is MS Word.  Each menu and tool bar is shown in Attachment 3.  Note:  The Help Menu is a default from Oracle but will help to pinpoint problems much easier.

Ms. Corbin described each form and their functionality.  The Requirements Priority Maintenance Form is a new form to ASRS.  The description and screen shot of each form is in Attachment 3.

Ms. Corbin also explained several standard retrieval reports.  They are DBR Associated Documents, DBR Level II as Level III, DBR Suppliers, DBR Test Code, Requirement Labels, Document Section, and Tracking Number.

The ASRS User’s Guide is available on the ASRS web page.

VI.
Correspondence Business and Model & Web Page Demonstration

Ms. Jan McMillen, KSC, presented the business model that accommodates all ASRS users.  The requirement and response flows and where in the process correspondence is distributed, are illustrated in Attachment 4.  There are several methods of notification used in the process.  Ms. McMillen showed an example of each type of notification.  They are also found in Attachment 4.

Ms. McMillen outlined the ASRS web page that was designed to be a one-stop shopping tool for all ASRS users.  The hyperlinks on the left side of the page are Center Links where each ASRS location has center-appropriate material.  The right side is the ASRS Links.  These links contain ASRS policies and procedures, development documentation, and meeting minutes/presentations. 

VII.
Summary

In summary, the web interface Citrix server 6.0 will be completed relatively shortly (rough schedule is May 2004).  A planned future server upgrade will eliminate the ICA Client.  

Also, the management structure and database are in place and work well.  The upgrade has given the ASRS community the opportunity to manage all mission support documentation within the ASRS.
