I.  INTRODUCTION

Earl Daniel (HTSI/GSFC) convened the meeting to discuss outstanding Human Space Flight (HSF) Return to Flight (RTF) documentation status.

II.  MEETING REVIEW
Mr. Daniel went over the list of documents which have been targeted for update as part of the RTF process.  These documents were updated as a result of the update to all Space Shuttle related operations procedures which have been reviewed.  Mr. Daniel invited comments on these documents from those in attendance and provided a point of contact for each document where possible.  Another more comprehensive list of Human Spaceflight documents was attached to the presentation.  This list was developed in response to a request from the RTF Operational Readiness Review (ORR) review board to indicate which documents were considered Human Space Flight related.
Some highlights of the discussion of various documents on the list included the following:

· Dave Theriault was inserted as the point-of-contact for the JSC ICD 11534, instead of Preston Dill.

· The RTF Management Plan is out as a Working Copy, and is being updated, but may remain a Working Copy through RTF.  The RTF Revalidation Test Plan, which is now a Working Copy, will probably be finalized by RTF.

· The DCN which is due out from the PAAC contract on 450-ICD-SN/CSM will query customers as to whether they want a signature authority on each mission and will address what to do with the old Annex 10 for JSC which was associated with the old 451 document that it replaced.  This is still supposed to happen in the allotted time.

· While discussing the fact that the new WSC OIP is expected to be published as a Working Copy until after RTF, the status of the term DSMC was questioned.  Jim Bangerter and Joe Aquino requested that Bob Gonzales contact Steve Sypher to get clarification as to how the term should be used.  Fred Pifer reminded everyone that the function of DSMC was spelled out originally in NAM #742.  However, it appears that recently there is a tendency to downplay DSMC and simply use WSC.
· The Book Manager for JSC 12805 was found to be Aaron Frith, a new GC.
· The WDISK Users Guide was removed from the HSF Doc Report.

· Norman Reese stated that there was a Revision 8 out to the 450-SNUG.

· Rebecca Marsh asked if Earl Daniel could find out the status of Harry Soloman or get a new point-of-contact for the 451-UG-HSF-SAMS document.

· Jim Bangerter stated that most of the Memorandums of Agreement (MOAs) had been completed and were in place.  The only ones still in process include the NISN Quest MOA, the NISN WSMR MOA, and the WSSH MOA.

· 530-RFIMM/Space Shuttle was removed from the RTF list because Cathy Sham indicated that the old document would support RTF, and the review copy would come out in the June/July timeframe.

· Earl Daniel asked that anyone who had comments to the AFSCN Annex to the Space Shuttle NOSP which is currently in 450 CCB Review, the DCN 001 to the basic Space Shuttle NOSP which is currently in review, or the Draft of the update to the ISS TNOSP which is currently in review to provide those comments to him ASAP.  The DCN to the NOSP will hopefully be finalized prior to RTF, but future updates for things such as WSSH or ETTV will probably go out as ISIs until after RTF.  Additionally, he asked if anyone knew of documents that should be added to the RTF list or the HSF Doc Report.  The HSF Doc Report has been updated to include the items discussed above.
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
