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INTRODUCTION

Ms. Sylvia Segura convened the April 30, 2008, Network Support Group (NSG) Backup (B/U) Voice splinter session to discuss how to implement the request by the Kennedy Space Center (KSC) to create B/U voice services to be available should KSC experience another service outage as experienced when the KSC SONET ring failed (refer to the Excel spreadsheet, Channels Backup – NISN).
MEETING ITEMS

A. Ms. Segura provided a list of the requested B/U voice channels.
B. A discussion ensued as to the best methodology to implement the B/U voice.  There was discussion regarding spares and the normal procedures for establishing B/Us. 

C. Mr. Bill Foster stated that the Johnson Space Center (JSC) could identify the circuit it will patch if a B/U is needed. JSC would take that alternate circuit and plug it into the JSC configuration.
D. Ms. Segura stated that the B/U would be live at KSC.

E. Mr. Foster stated that JSC would not build the configuration into DVIS, but would bring the alternate into JSC.

F. Mr. Mike Blum stated that the Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC) could plug the alternate into where the prime existed.  Mr. Ken Jones agreed that JSC could do this as well.  Mr. Foster stated that there would be no need for a change, only a need to identify the new service.

G. Mr. Foster stated that this would work, but the long-term answer should be the purchase of additional long lines.

H. The use of OIS patchable circuits was discussed.  If the patchable circuits are used, there are enough circuits between the centers to establish the B/U voice loops.  Ms. Monique McLamb stated that the KSC users requesting the B/U voices services want to know in advance what the B/U services are, so there is no negotiation required should a problem arise.

I. Mr. Jim Bangerter stated that an Interim Support Instruction (ISI) will have to be generated for the next mission.  Messrs. Ken Jones and Bill Foster accepted an action item to draft a B/U voice ISI and provide to GSFC to be finalized and used for the next Space Shuttle mission (action item 0408-NSG Voice-01).
J. Mr. Randy Honeycutt stated that he can distribute a list of circuit assignments for the next mission that includes the B/Us.  Mr. Jones stated that JSC will use patchables.
K. Ms. Pat Mattingly stated that the Program Requirements Document (PRD) states to use alternate OIS or black phone.  Ms. Sylvia Segura accepted an action item to provide an update to the PRD for the B/U voice configuration (action item 0408-NSG Voice-02).
L. Ms. Stewart stated that if all possible, select circuits not allocated for the Hubble Space telescope (HST) payload.  It was state if payload circuits are used, the circuits can be returned to the payload after launch.

M. Ms. Segura stated that the centers can use the payload patchable circuits. KSC will forward the circuits and the centers can use the circuits if needed.  Spares will not be used.  (Editor’s Note:  We will not be using the MSFC – KSC payload patchable circuits.)
