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INTRODUCTION

Mr. Bill Foster convened the September 8, 2003, Flight Rules review Network Support Group (NSG) splinter meeting to review proposed changes to the Flight Rules.  The meeting concentrated on the network rules.

MEETING

A. Paragraph A3.1.3-2 - GSFC

1. Paragraph A1 - NISN.  A discussion ensued as to the actual number of systems available.  Mr. Al Duany was assigned an action item to verify with the IPNOC that there are three systems available (Flight Rule A3.1.3-2, A1) (action item FR-0/03-01).  

2. Paragraph A2 - NISN.  It was decided that should all the systems fail and the network was configured, the launch would proceed.

3. Paragraph B - FDF.  One of two systems is required.  Mr. Jim Cappellari stated that should the system fail before the launch, a nominal ascent could be handled.  Once the system failed, updates would not be possible.  The text was updated to include the word permission in two places.

4. Paragraph C - DSMC.  FDF sends vectors to WSC prior to launch.  Should FDF fail, WSC can select the pre-transmitted vectors.  Mr. Gary Morse stated that with the knowledge pre-launch that FDF is down; a manual process will be used for updates.  This process has a lot of potential for error.  Should the network be more conservative for Return to Flight (RTF).  Mr. Ted Sobchak asked if this scenario justified scrubbing a launch.  This should be decided by the Flight Techniques Panel.  Mr. Morse stated that the rational for scrubbing the launch would be that it would not be possible to stay with the spacecraft in an abort scenario.  Mr. Cappellari reminded the attendees that if WSC is down, there are more capabilities unavailable than just the SPSR.  WSC was assigned an action item to summarize WSC capabilities pertaining to DSMC SPSR computers (A.3.1.3-2, C) (action item FR-09/03-02).

B. Paragraph A3.1.4-1 –MCC/KSC/45 SPW Interface

1. Paragraphs A through C.  There were no comments on these paragraphs.

2. Paragraph D1.  Bill Foster stated that he would verify with the FCO, that this input has been reviewed and is accurate.

3. Paragraph D2.  There were no comments on this paragraph.

4. Paragraph E.  There were no comments on this paragraph.

C. Paragraph A3.1.4-2 – GSFC/MCC/STDN Interface

1. Paragraph A1 and A2.  There were no comments on these paragraphs.  Mr. Sobchak asked why the JDI to MIL was not listed in this paragraph.  Mr. Bruce Schneck was assigned an action to provide the text to add the JDI to MIL interface to paragraph A3.1.4-2, A (action item FR-09/03-03).

2. Paragraph A3 – DFRC.  A question was raised as to the actual number of circuits.  Mr. Bruce Schneck was assigned an action item to determine if DFRC has two telemetry circuits (A3.1.4-2, A3) (action item FR-09/03-04).

3. Paragraph B1, B2, B3, and B4.  There were no comments on these paragraphs.  

D. Paragraph A3.1.4-3 – 45 SPW/VAFB Interface.  AOA was deleted from this paragraph.

E. Paragraph A3.1.4-4 – 45 SPW/WSMR Interface.  There were no comments on this paragraph.

F. Paragraph A3.1.4-5 – MCC/GSFC/WSC Interface.  There were no comments on this paragraph.

G. Paragraph A3.1.4-6 – MCC/Ascent Abort Site Interface.  There were no comments on this paragraph.

H. MIDDS.  Mr. Mike Blum asked if MIDDS was mandatory for launch.  Ms. Monique McLamb stated that the Launch Commit Criteria (LCC) probably covers MIDDS.  Mr. Foster stated that he would verify whether MIDDS was covered in the LCC.

I. Flight Rules Matrix.  Mr. Foster reviewed the Flight Rules matrix.  It was decide to change the nomenclature from feet to meters for the antenna sizes.  A note will be added for any West TDRS.
