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INTRODUCTION

Mr. Len Switalski convened the September 11, 2003, Network Operations Directive (NOD) for Human Space Flight Network Support document review meeting to provide an overview of changes made to this review copy of the document and discuss intended and required changes for the next review version.

DOCUMENT REVIEW

A. Mr. Len Switalski opened the meeting stating that the document has been changed to accommodate some obvious problems, but will require a number of changes prior to the next review and final publication.  Mr. Switalski referred to his presentation, NOD Splinter Meeting.

B. Mr. Gary Morse stated that the signature page should include concurrences by Messrs. Jim Bangerter and Gary Morse, approvals by Messrs. Phil Liebrecht and John Harpold, and prepared by Mr. Len Switalski.

C. The document is currently divided into several sections including section for the Space Shuttle, International Space Station (ISS), and Reusable Launch Vehicle (RLV).  Section 4, formerly RLV, will be changed to Orbital Space Plane (OSP), but will have to remain To Be Supplied (TBS) until further information is available.  All RLV references in the other sections will be removed.

D. The document contains references to the Space Operations Management Office (SOMO).  All SOMO references will be removed.  The organization figure (Figure 1-2 on page 1-3) will be changed to include the Space Communications Integration Office (SCIO).

E. Mr. Morse stated that the references to CCCM should be removed throughout the document.  The CCCM is not the appropriate point-of-contact (POC) for the document.  New POCs will be needed.

F. The list of Related Documents was reviewed and several updates made.  The list will be further reviewed and updated.  Mr. Joe Aquino stated that the Launch and Landing, Flight, and Orbital Program Requirements Documents (PRD) should be included.

G. Mr. Joe Aquino agreed to provide an update/rewrite for paragraph 2.2.1 Johnson Space Center (action item NOD-09/03-01).  Mr. Aquino also agreed to provide an SCIO position description and a MOD description (action item NOD-09/03-02).

H. Mr. Morse commented that there has been a reorganization at the Kennedy Space Center (KSC).  There are not two directorates: Spaceport Services and Institutional Support.  Section 2.2.3 should be sent to the KSC POC for review and comment.  Mr. Switalski agreed to provide Paragraph 2.2.3 to the KSC POC for review and comment (action item NOD-09/03-03).

I. Paragraph 2.3.6.2 AFSCN Scheduling will be updated to account for the AFSCNs reorganization.  Mr. Len Switalski will provide the update.

J. A global change will be required: NASDA to JAXA.

K. Mr. Ted Sobchak stated that Paragraph 3.1.3.2 will have to be updated to account for other transmitters such as the JEM and COL-T.  The paragraph should be updated to provide a general reference rather than listing the transmitters.

L. It was noted that Figure 3-4 on page 3-6 should be updated to delete JPL/DSN and should include the Eastern Range (ER).

M. It was suggested that in addition to updating Figure 3-5 on page 3-8, users of the document should also be directed to the Tracking and Data Relay Satellite System (TDRSS) website to view the most current TDRS constellation.

N. Paragraphs 3.2.7 Jet Propulsion Laboratory/Seep Space Network and 3.2.8 Air Force Satellite Control Network will be deleted.

O. The AFSCN Executive Working Group will be deleted from Figure 3-8 on page 3-12 and the Advanced Comm Working Group added.  Paragraph 3.4.5 AFSCN Executive Council Working Group will be deleted, to be replaced by the Advanced Comm Working Group.

P. It was suggested that Mr. Derwood McKinley review Section 5 Requirements Management.  Mr. Len Switalski agreed to provide Section 5 to Mr. Derwood McKinley for review and comment (action item NOD-09/03-04).

Q. Section 6 Readiness Reviews will be updated to include the SORR.

R. Mr. Morse stated that the Memorandum Of Agreement Information (MOA) has to be incorporated.  Mr. Jim Bangerter agreed, but stated that the funding write-up supplied was too detailed and should be rewritten.  Mr. Jim Bangerter agreed to provide a rewritten funding input for the NOD (action item NOD-09/03-05).

S. Mr. Len Switalski stated that he would review the Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) paragraphs and provide updates as required (action item NOD-09/03-06).
