Is the requirement intentionally conservative? If so, can the test results be explained using the actual performance data of the Space Network?

c.
Was the test designed poorly such that the impact of downtrack error on the ISS Ku-Band return link performance was not characterized correctly?

Review and discuss the TDRS SA antenna pattern in the context of a degraded ISS state vector. Can we use the antenna pattern to explain the test results?
