Flight Following Experience, Before the Operational Handover 
of the Shuttle Vector Processing Responsibilities to WSC

• An FDF Analyst Will Be Present at WSC for the Support of the 
First Two or Three Shuttle Launches After the Operational 
Handover
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DSMC Transition/Vector Management -
Issues and Concerns

• Schedule for Installation of NCCDS Hardware and Software at 
WSC Versus Shuttle Manifest

– Intensive WSC Training Cannot Begin Until NCCDS Is Fully 
Installed and Functional at WSC

– No Shuttle Flights Currently Scheduled Between July and 
November

• Reconfigurations Required at WSC and FDF, Including Data 
Lines Between GSFC and WSC

– FDF Software Systems Will Need To Be Reconfigured to Transmit 
Acquisition Data to Both the NCC and WSC During Phaseover

– Data and Voice Lines From the FDF to WSC Will Be Required
