	DR#44437 was closed on July 19, 2007. There has been no further occurrence in 8 months.  DR 44437 was written due to the Slaving Computers "Spontaneously Rebooting" themselves. It was eventually discovered that the cause of the problem was actually the result of the "Blue Screen" (DR45131) anomaly.  An operating system parameter was configured to automatically reboot upon "Blue Screen" event.  This parameter was turned off so the computer will just remain in the "Blue Screen" mode until an operator intervenes.  We closed the DR with the following statement "Windows OS was reconfigured to disallow system self-reboot."

	Due to the sensitivity of the SCD Avtec board to electrical induced noise during patching at DFRC, which on occasion will cause the port on the SCD to hang and disabling and re-enabling the port resolves this issue.  There is no known immediate fix which may resolve these issues and in addition may be costly, it is recommended that operations through DFRC remain as follows and be incorporated into the Shuttle NOSP; GSFC GCC will enable the SCD five minutes prior to DFRC AOS.  There is a new SCD software release coming out in August – September which might correct this problem.

After troubleshooting they contacted the commericial carrier and the carrier found a “mis-optioned Qwest card”.  This was corrected, the circuit tested and declared operational by NISN.

	Provide Mr. Jim Bangerter with a report regarding the problem with orbit numbers in FDF.

	FDF generates a daily planning product called the line summary which contains, among other pass information, AOS/LOS times for the GN sites and for TDRS covering the time period from product generation through end of mission plus 2 days.  The orbit number is included with any given siteís pass information.
When generating the product, the orbit number to start the run with is a manual input by the analyst.  The starting orbit number is not a trivial input, as it is dependent on things such as the time of the next ascending node and when the first pass for that particular run occurs relative to the start time of the run.  During STS-117, there were instances when the analyst computed the wrong starting orbit number, being off by one, and the QA step failed to catch it prior to product delivery.  When the NOM informed our analyst that the orbit numbers were off by one orbit, a new product was immediately generated and delivered with the correct orbit number, and there was never an impact to support.
FDF personnel will review in detail the line summary generation and QA procedures prior to STS-118 to reduce the chances of a repeating this error.  We will also add an additional QA step that if there is any doubt about the correct orbit number, we will check with the Houston DFE or NOM prior to product generation as to what orbit number the mission is currently on, which should help to eliminate the possibility of an incorrect orbit number input.
