The Space Network (SN) believes that it would be int the best interest of the CxP to have JSC Mission Systems (MS) implement this function since they are co-located to the CxP avionics project office and would have ready access to the technology that is being developed on the Orion vehicle side.  The AOS Router does NOT exist as a COTS entity (i.e. low TRL level) and the definition of exactly what is to be performed for AOS Encapsulation/De-encapsulation continues to be a subject of debate, this lack of specificity certainly has an impact on near-term schedules.
