	The first three bullets on Slide 31 aren’t clear.  The first bullet shows a “baseline” requirement to support 108 existing services.  Later bullets call for additional services to be added to the baseline.  Each baseline service should be enumerated separately to show how many forwards, returns, etc are to be supported by USA and which are to be supported simultaneously.

Also, there is a conflict between the required data rates to be supported – the first bullet implies no restriction on existing data service rates, and later bullets cap forward services at 6Mb and return services at 25Mb which are vastly different than “existing” services (i.e. KSAR data rates can go to 300Mb/s).

	     Requirements 4.1.1.a through 4.1.1.k identify the service types supported by the USA. These will be changed to read as follows:

4.1.1.a The USA shall support TDRSS (service type; e.g. SSA Forward) data service as defined in the SN Users Guide.

Service counts for the initial implementation are identified in requirements 4.1.1.l and 4.1.1.m.  These will be further elaborated to identify the individual data service types. Applicable data rates for the initial implementation (6 Mbps forward and 25 Mbps return) have been identified in requirements 4.1.2.a and 4.1.2.b.

Existing service counts are captured under the expandability requirements in 4.1.3.a, 4.1.3.b, and 4.1.3.c. These will be elaborated to identify the data service types implied in the service counts appearing under each requirement.  Data rates applicable for the expandability requirements are given in Appendix B of the SRD; these data rates agree with the maximum values in the SNUG (25 Mbps forward and 300 Mbps return).
